‘success,’ was that the people identified by those terms are not
common or ordinary, but they are uncommon, extraordinary,
and competent people. Business, academia, sports, and the
military all seek to utilize those people who are the best at
whatever they do.

“It's disappointing how many people settle for ‘average’...The
truth is that most of us operate on a level well below our
ability....

“The honest truth is that the Lord expects and desires better
from us. We are the ones who ought to lead exemplary lives,
reach our greatest potential, serve with dedication and energy,
sacrifice for higher things, and show the world what God can do
with human lives.
