h Be kind to one another and tenderhearted (Eph 4:32),

h Be subject to one another (Eph 5:21),

h Forgive each other (Col 3:13),

h Pray for one another (James 5:16),

h Love one another earnestly (1 Pt 1:22),

h Practice hospitality ungrudgingly to one another (1 Pt 4:9),

h Clothe yourselves with humility toward one another (1 Pt
